
INSTRUCTIONS

Phoneme Segmentation Fluency

Place worksheet in a position so that the student cannot see it. Look at the first word in the Teacher Box at the top of the page. Say - I am going to say a word. Listen to the word – Say “Sam”. 

Now I am going to say the word the slow way: “sssssaaaaammmm.” Could you hear all the different  sounds? Good 

Now I am going to say the word again. After I say the word the fast way, I want you to say the word  the slow way. 

Say the word the slow way so I can hear all the sounds. 

Go. 

Good! You said it the slow way so that I could hear the different sounds. 

Now, here is another word: “sun.” Say it the slow way. Good, you said “sssuuunnnn.”  That was practice. Now, here is the first word.

The teacher goes through the word list on the worksheet.

For corrections, use a model, lead, and test procedure.

Say - My turn (teacher demonstration) – our turn ( teacher and student in unison) – your turn ( student alone). 

This instructional sequence can be used with individuals or with small groups of 3-5 students. In a group setting do not have the students take turns in sequence. Say the word. Pause. Have all students think about the word. Then, select a student.

If there is an error, correct immediately. Use the “model, lead and test procedure.” Provide a model by say​ing the word the slow way. Then have all students in unison say the word the slow way. If the student needs correction make the response and move to the next word.

Nonsense Word Fluency Worksheets

Place a copy of a worksheet in front of the student.

Point to the box at the top of the page.

Say - This is the teacher box. There are four words in this box. Two words are real and two words are non-  sense words, or make-believe words. 

Look at the first word. Say it.“Sam.” Good. Is this a real word or a make-believe word? Yes, it is a real  word. We have read all about Sam, and we know what he looks like. 

So, is “Sam” a real word or a make-believe word? Yes, “Sam” is a real word. 

Let us look at the next word. What is the word? Say it the slow way: “llluuuttt.” Now say it the fast way:  “lut.” 

Have you ever hear of a lut? No. Is it a real word or a make believe word? Yes, it is probably a make-  believe word. What is another name for a make-believe word? Yes, a “nonsense “ word. 

Repeat the above sequence with the next two words in the teacher box.

Say - Now, all the other words on the page are make-believe words. If it helps, you can say the word the slow  way before you say it the fast way. Point to the first word and say it, and then move to the next word. 

For corrections use a “model, lead and test” procedure.

This instructional sequence can be used with individuals or with small groups of 3-5 students. Always avoid turns in sequence. Pose the question, or point to the word. Have all students think about the response. Then identify the student to make the individual response.

Initial Sound Fluency Worksheets

Point to the first block of four pictures.

Say - This is Sam, Mit, Mat and Ann as you point to each picture. 

Your turn. Point to each picture and tell me the name of each. Go. 

Good you gave me the names of every picture. 

Now, when I point to a picture tell me the first sound in the word. Good. You gave me the first sound.

Correction procedure. “My turn - listen to me say the word the slow way. Listen carefully for the first sound, then tell me the first sound. Good, you said the first sound. Your turn. Say the word the slow way and then tell me the first sound. Good.”

Move to another picture in the block.

Complete all the pictures on the worksheet using the above-listed instructions. Then return to the first block on the page.

This time, point to the block of four pictures.

Say - Point to the picture name that begins with the “sss” sound. 

Repeat this procedure until all the pictures in all blocks have been answered correctly, i.e., when students are given the initial sound, they can identify the correct picture name.

To correct, point to the correct picture and say the word the slow way. Then ask the student to say the word the slow way. Do this for all four names. Ask the student to point to the picture that makes the selected initial sound. Note any errors and return to them later, after completing the page. All initial sounds for all pictures should be identified before moving on.

This instruction can be done with individuals or small groups of 3-5 students. Each student should have a work​sheet. Pose the questions and identify individual students to answer.
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
