Concept Analysis: Word.

Concept name:  Word

Concept Definition: A word is the smallest unit of a language that exists on its own in either written or spoken language.

Critical Attributes: A word must have meaning in written and spoken form. A word has one or more phonemes

Prerequisite Concepts: One-to-one correspondence. Matching sizes shapes and colors. Knowledge of students own name.

Irrelevant Features: length of the word – color of the word – isolated or collective context e.g. by itself or in a sentence or paragraph it is still a word – not limited to one part of speech e.g. can be nouns, verbs, adjectives etc.

Examples and non-examples: All examples of the concept must have all the critical attributes. All non-examples must lack at least one or more of the critical attributes. One non-example of the concept “word” would be a “nonsense word” e.g. muz, ris, sutt. A nonsense word lacks meaning, one of the critical attributes.
